During this time, the Foster Parent(s) agree to the following:
1) That Owner Parent(s) is/are interested in exploring a new home for Foster Animal and believe/s that Foster Parent(s) could be a good fit as a new home for Foster Animal(s).
2) That this Foster Period is to determine whether the Foster Parent(s) would be a good fit for a new home for Foster Animal(s).
3) To provide appropriate food, water, shelter, medical care (if applicable), and humane treatment for Foster Animal(s) at all times in Foster Parent’s care.
4) To take reasonable precautions to keep home safe and secure for Foster Animal(s) at all times, including keeping home free of common and known hazards to the applicable species and ensuring screens are secured over any open windows.
5) To keep Foster Animal(s) indoors (for dogs:  Foster Parent will take dog on regular walks, on leash).
6) If Foster Animal(s) ever requires transport, Foster Animal(s) will always be transported in a secure carrier (or on a leash/harness if too large for a carrier).

9) That Foster Animal(s) is/are a living animal and as such may act unpredictably, including that even the most well-adjusted animals may scratch or bite a person when distressed.  Therefore, reasonable precautions must be taken to protect against any harm posed by Foster Animal(s), and Owner Parent(s) (and the Neighbor Facilitator(s) if applicable) are not responsible for the actions of Foster Animal(s) or the transfer of any disease or parasites by Foster Animal(s).
10) To return Foster Animal(s) to Owner Parent(s) at the end of the Foster Period or upon demand by Owner Parent(s), whichever date is soonest.
